b. Pledge Drive Update:
a. As of 10/12 we have $146,000 in pledges with $86,000 received

b. Need to continue to push participation as the most important aspect

c. At roughly 25% participation from the entire student body

d. Actual drive ends October 21st but have until June 30, 2012 to actually pay

e. Ideas shared to try to create buzz (i.e. “I Pledged” stickers)

c. Financial Update:
a. Way ahead of where we were last year at this time for pledges from Pledge Drive
b. Raised $13,000 for the air conditioning fund (not making hard push due to Pledge Drive)

a. FOM has approved $5,000 for the air conditioning fund

b. Have a current balance of $6,200 to use in future
c. Have put AC in seven classrooms

d. Will re-visit in Spring as we approach the warmer months of the year

c. Total funds raised so far this year is $77,000, total raised this time last year was $27,000

d. Board voted to put FOM funds into a money market fund so our money isn’t at risk from fraudulent check writing
e. Board voted to use Square credit card reader for transactions

d. Meet & Mingle Recap:

a. 145 adults attended, 25 kids
b. New memberships generated by Lakeshore are 6 and counting  
c. Future dollars raised as a result of these memberships is $720 year to FOM
d. Profit after expenses for the event is $1,100 
e. Money donated by Lakeshore to Oscar Mayer is $5,000.  
f. Lakeshore offering Kids Day Off Camp on days when there is no school

a. You don't have to be a member of Lakeshore to take advantage.  Offer a reduced rate if you buy 5 days (23 days available) from $85 to $58/day
e. Sponsorship Update:

a. Going to model future sponsorship opportunities after our partnership with Lakeshore 

b. Sponsorship Committee goal: raise awareness of local businesses within the Mayer community which will in turn create long term sponsors that we can count on each year 
a. Looking at having businesses do a special promotion that are specific to the Mayer community.  Example - a coupon created for Mayer and the business will donate a percentage back to Oscar Mayer for every coupon brought to the business

f. Communication Procedures:
a. School-wide Communiction - each event chairperson must put together a communication plan for his / her event
